THE NATIONAL MUSEUM locations, for 
instance, will have you spellbound. THE 
NATIONAL MUSEUM KILDARE STREET in 
Dublin brings you into close contact with 
historical and archaeological treasures dating 
back to 7000BC, including the famous Tara 
Brooch.

At Collins Barracks, also in Dublin, the 
NATIONAL MUSEUM FOR DECORATIVE 
ARTS & HISTORY charts Ireland’s economic, ARTS & HISTORY charts Ireland’s economic, ARTS & HISTORY
social, political and military progress down 
through the year. 

THE NATIONAL MUSEUM – COUNTRY LIFE
at Turlough Park, Castlebar, Co. Mayo features 
artefacts, displays, archival video footage and 
interactive screens that recall Irish rural life 
between 1850 and 1950. The three National 
Museum sites are open Tuesday-Sunday. 

In Dublin, THE NATIONAL LIBRARY OF 
IRELAND, Kildare Street has an award-winning 
exhibition on the life and works of WB Yeats, 
featuring many of his original manuscripts. 
The Library is open daily except Sundays. The 
CHESTER BEATTY LIBRARY, at Dublin Castle, 
houses the great collection of manuscripts, 
miniature paintings, prints, drawings, rare 
books and some decorative arts assembled 
by Sir Alfred Chester Beatty. It is open daily 
(except Mondays from Oct. 1 to year-end). 

Also in Dublin, THE NATIONAL GALLERY 
OF IRELAND (Merrion Square West and 
Clare Street) houses some 13,000 works 
of art, comprising the most important and 
representative collection of Irish and European 
master paintings. It includes a National 

Portrait Collection and a special room 
dedicated to the artistic works of Jack B. Yeats 
and his family.  The Gallery is open daily.  THE

Royal Hospital, Kilmainham, is Ireland’s leading 
national institution for the collection and 
presentation of modern and contemporary art. 
It is open daily, except Mondays. 

In Cork City, the CRAWFORD ART GALLERY
in Emmet Place has a permanent collection of 
over 2,000 works and is particularly strong in 
late 18th to mid-20th century Irish and British 
art. In Limerick, the LIMERICK CITY GALLERY 
OF ART in Pery Square is one of the leading OF ART in Pery Square is one of the leading OF ART
contemporary art galleries in Ireland and is 
home to an important collection of Irish 18th 
to 21st century Art.

As you travel around the country, keep an 
eye out for a number of impressive museums 
in cities and counties that bring their local 
areas and national heritage to life in a 
very interesting manner.  Examples, where 
admission is free, include GALWAY CITY 
MUSEUM, beside the famous Spanish Arch, 
CORK PUBLIC MUSEUM in Fitzgerald Park and 
THE JIM KEMMY MUNICIPAL MUSEUM, next 
to King John’s Castle, Limerick. Many county 
museums, such as DONEGAL and DONEGAL and DONEGAL CLARE, also 
offer free admission.

It is important to always check the opening 
times of museums and galleries as they vary, 
and are subject to change. Many close during 
public holidays. The museums, galleries and 
libraries featured here are free, but some may 
charge on occasion for special exhibitions and 
events.

GEOPARKS AND NATURE PARKS 
In addition to the National Parks (see page 20), other special park areas worth 
visiting include the Geoparks in Waterford and Fermanagh/Cavan and the Lough 
Boora Parklands in Co. Offaly

THE COPPER COAST EUROPEAN GEOPARK in Co. Waterford is just one of 17 
UNESCO designated Geoparks in Europe. It is 25km of spectacular cliffs, rocky inlets 
of ancient shales, baked and twisted by underwater volcanic intrusions, intertwined 
with fossiliferous limestones and capped by red desert sandstones.  Visit the geo-
garden in Bunmahon in Co. Waterford for an introduction to the Geopark. 

THE GEOPARK AT MARBLE ARCH Caves in Co. Fermanagh and Co. Cavan was 
designated by UNESCO for it’s distinctive geological landscapes in the area - which 
are home to unique archaeology, culture and heritage. It features waterfalls, old 
abbeys, megalithic tombs, forests, fabulous landscapes and amazing show caves. 

THE LOUGH BOORA PARKLANDS is a beautiful landscape emerging on the cutaway 
bogs of Co. Offaly - a paradise for outdoor enthusiasts. Some of the area has been 
flooded to create a habitat for birds and native woodland and it is now a haven for 
birdlife and birdwatchers. The parkland also commands six lakes, most of which are 
stocked with fish.  For walkers, there are 50km of paths and the area hosts ‘Sculpture 
in the Parklands’ - some of the most innovative land and environmental sculptures in 
Ireland. 

GET ACTIVE IN

In almost every county in Ireland, 
there’s a fantastic Coillte forest park 
offering a wealth of recreational 
opportunities, and it’s all free!  There 
are over 150 fantastic recreation sites 
around the country and the choice of 
pursuit is extensive.

Special trails are graded to provide a 
variety of walks and cycles.  Choose 
from over 200 walking trails in parks 
all over the country from Ards Forest 
Park, Co. Donegal to Guagan Barra, 
Co. Cork and from Lough Key Forest 
Park, Co. Roscommon to Avondale 
Forest Park, Co. Wicklow.
